2Corinthians 5:17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new

creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are
become new.

Ephesians 4:28 Let him that stole steal no more: but rather
let him labour, working with his hands the thing which is good, that

he may have to give to him that needeth.

Now this refers to all things sinful, Let him that lied, lie no
more, he that cursed, curse no more and so on down the line.
Those that are sincere in their relationship with Jesus will know
what they do wrong and will Quit it!
